· Complete the application below and submit with a recent photo to maggie.schneider@nebraska.gov and mary.janssen@nebraska.gov.  Be sure to type “Member of the Month” in the Subject line. 

· DO NOT include photos in the body of the application.
· New applications or updated applications (for Member of the Year) must be submitted by the 15th of the month.
· A signed Print and Web Media Release Form must be mailed postmarked on the 15th also. Only one form must be submitted. This form allows announced winners to be publicized in local, state and national media with a photo accompanying the press release. However, this form is NOT a requirement for submission of the Awards Application Resume. If the student/parents/guardians would prefer that no photo be published, this will not impact the judging of the entry.
· A committee selects a Distinguished DECA Member each month for the months of September, October, November, December, January and February. 

· Each monthly winner will be notified no later than the first week of the month following the above stated deadline.
· The six monthly winners may submit an updated award application before review by the selection committee no later than March 1.  
· The Distinguished DECA Member of the Year will be announced at the State Career Development Conference.
· The Distinguished DECA Member of the Year $500 scholarship will be awarded after completion of one full semester at the postsecondary institution of the recipient’s choice. An official transcript must be sent to the offices of Nebraska DECA following completion of the first semester (grade reports are not acceptable).  The scholarship will be issued to the postsecondary institution’s office of financial aid for deposit into the winner’s tuition account.
